University Course Catalog Description  
This course focuses on evidence-based strategies for students with disabilities. Universal Design for Learning 
(UDL) instructional strategies and ways to accommodate the unique learning needs of students with disabilities, 
as well as those dually identified as a Multilingual Learner (EL) exceptional learner (SPED). Students will construct 
a learning plan for individual students in the categories of neurodiversity and language leaners using various data 
sources and learn ways to differentiate for small group instruction within a classroom setting.  
 
Course Overview  
ED 465-90 SPED: Mild/Moderate Disabilities 
This course provides an overview and application of best practices and instructional approaches, strategies, 
techniques and assessment methods for students with mild/moderate disabilities in K-12 settings.

(‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family 
relationship 

4.​ Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education 
is the standing torch of wisdom 

5.​ Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All 
knowledge is not taught in the same school

Course Approach 
This course is utilizing a Flex model, meaning the only due dates you have are 1) your course completion 
Schedule, which is due by 11:59pm on the Sunday of your first week in this class; and 2) all other assignments 
must be submitted by 11:59 pm on the last day of class (six months after your initial start date).
