Course Catalog Description  
This course provides an overview and applications of best practice mathematics instructional approaches, 
strategies, techniques, and assessment methods. Math concepts for students in grades 3 – 6 are explored using 
hands-on and problem-solving approaches.  
Prerequisite: Pass Praxis I or 9 hours of math credit, ED 220, ED 221, ED 322  
  
Marianist Values

4.​ Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education 
is the standing torch of wisdom  

5.​ Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203)

5 Discussion Posts  
 
Each week there will be either a discussion post or a response to a discussion post due via Canvas. Posts will be 
based on a prompt, reading or video. There are 5 Discussion posts in total (made up of an initial post and two 
response posts), each worth 10 pts.  
 
A detailed grading rubric and directions for this assignment will be provided in the discussion prompts.   
 
8 Written Homework​  
 
There will be 8 written homework assignments from our course textbook. Each homework assignment is worth 
12.5 points. Students are required to neatly hand write or draw their solutions and upload these to Canvas as a 
pdf document.​

A detailed grading rubric and directions for this assignment will be provided in the homework prompts.   
 
Course Project​  ​  ​  ​  ​  ​  ​   
 
A Rough Draft will be due a few weeks before the semester and the Final Draft is due at the end of the last 
week of the semester. These will be due via Canvas.  
 
The Course Project will have a few components that draw from the textbook as well as some outside resources. 
The course project will cover information from the textbook, a lesson plan, some history of mathematics, 
connections to other academic subjects and the students' mathematical teaching philosophy.  
 
Note: For a student to earn any points for their Course Project, the student must meet with the instructor for the 
one required Office Hour via Zoom/Google meet.  
 
A detailed grading rubric and directions for this assignment will be provided in the Canvas assignment prompt.   
 



One Zoom/ Google Meet Office Hours  
 
There is one Google Meeting Office Hour assignment. The goal of the office hours is to go over the students 
Rough Draft before submitting the Final Draft of their Course Project.   
 
Students will sign up for this office hour on the provided sign-up sheet. Students need to sign up for a time slot 
that is at least 48 weekday-hours away, to allow the instructor to see it.

Hour Policy. Over the 15 weeks of this course, students will spend 32 hours total on discussion posts (2 hours a

week) and responses to fellow students about those discussion posts. Students have 8 homework assignments 
that require 40 hours reading the course textbook and completing homework assignments (5 hours a week). 
There is a course project that requires the submission of both a rough and final draft, this will take a total of 46 
hours of research, course readings and completing reflections over the course of the semester. An additional 
hour per week will be spent on any revisions of coursework, course project or reflections for a total of 16 hours. 
Students will then be required to meet for an office hour to present their course project, a total of one hour.  
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
