Course Description
Instruction and practice in writing short-to-medium-length expository essays and in writing from sources. Skills required for research and research writing are emphasized, such as summarizing, paraphrasing, quoting, evaluating, and synthesizing. The course includes instruction and practice in writing a multisource research paper of substantial length. 

Specific Course Themes
During the course of the semester, we will explore issues in Chuuk.
 
Student Learning Outcomes
At the completion of the course, the student will

I.  Clarity

A. Demonstrate paragraph and essay development in a written text including
1. thesis sentences
2. topic sentences
3. clear supporting examples for thesis sentence and topic sentences
4. logical and clear connections between topic/thesis sentences and supporting   
    examples

B. Demonstrate organizational development in a written text including
1. an effective introductory paragraph
2. an effective concluding paragraph
3. the use of transitions (internal/within a paragraph and external/between 
    paragraphs) in a written text

C. Demonstrate the ability to edit a text with grammar, punctuation, word choice, 
     mechanics, and sentence structure errors.

II. Originality and Research

A. Demonstrate the ability to identify an audience and articulate an argument specific to 
that audience

B. Identify and apply and logically utilize the rhetorical writing techniques (narrative, descriptive,  exposition/illustration, comparison and contrast, cause and effect, definition, persuasion, classification, division)

C.  Evaluate and synthesize research information including
1. verifying the validity of source information
2. distinguishing between facts and opinions
3. retrieving information from various sources (printed sources, 
    internet sources)
4. integrating material from sources.

D.  Demonstrate the ability to research, draft, revise, and edit a research paper.

III. Documentation

A. Demonstrate the correct use of MLA documentation including
1. understanding the difference between a bibliography and a works cited page	
2. understanding the definition and consequences of plagiarism

Each unit will have an introduction that will discuss the overall goal of the section and describe the different lectures that you will be reading.


Student Responsibilities
The student will
1. Attend class and participate on a regular basis.

· Class attendance is mandatory.  You must attend both the computer and classroom sessions.  Your tutor will be taking attendance.

· Please do not spend your computer time on Facebook.  You must use your time to research and write your papers.

2. Respect your tutor.  Rude behavior will be reported to me and to Fr. Rosendo.

3.  Not plagiarize

· Plagiarism is presenting the work of another as your own.  The guidelines for plagiarism are in the General Catalog (online).  The guidelines include, but are not limited to, the following:

1.  Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgment (citation) of the source is always mandatory.
2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgment.
3. Submitting work prepared by another as one’s own. (Chaminade Catalog, online).

Any student suspected of plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.  

Graded Assignments:
Students will be required to write 6 short papers and submit them to the dropbox, to write at least 10 graded posts, and submit a final paper.

Papers:
Each student will write short 250-500 word papers (1-2 typed pages) and submit them to the dropbox.  The topics may include

· Introduction to your family.  This paper is an informal introduction to your family’s history and role in the community.

· Role of your family in the church.  The question you will be asked to answer:  How have you (or your family) participated in the church?

· The role of the church in Chuuk.  For this paper, you may want to do a little research OR interview family members or church members.  The question you will be asked to answer:  
How has the church affected Chuuk?

· Education.  You will be asked to write a chronological history of your educational experience.

· A problem facing Chuuk.  You will be asked to write a paper that substantiates your observations of an issue facing Chuuk today.


· A summary of a written source.  You will be asked to write a summary of an article.

Each paper is worth 5 points (5%) of your final grade.

Posts:
At least once a week (or every computer session), you will be asked to respond to a reading or a question.  The posts are usually short answers (4-6 sentences).  Please submit these on time so that your instructor can respond to you.  You will receive a total of 5 points for these posts for the semester (one point per unit).  


Posts for the Final Paper:
There will be many posts for the final paper that will lead you up to the final paper.  You must do these on time in order to submit your final paper.  There will be at least 10 posts for this section.  The points will vary for this section, but the total points earned will be 15 points.  The topics will include:

· The history of Chuuk (500 words) -  (3-4 sources)
· Issues/problems in Chuuk (250 words) – (1-2 sources – non academic okay)
· History of the issue or problem (500 words) – (3-4 sources)
· Expert opinion to the specific issue in Chuuk (1000 words) – individual (2 sources)
· Interview with two (2) elders on the specific issue. (2 sources)
· Summary and citation of the interview (250-500 words)
· Possible solution to the problem (500 words)- (2 sources)
· Introduction (including research question and thesis)
· Conclusion
· Annotated bibliography
