WEEKLY SHORT QUIZZES (65%)
There will be a quiz every week on the material learned that week. Each of the 14 quizzes is worth 5 percentage points, for a total of 70 percentage points.  

GROUP PROJECT  (10%)
Students will be formed into groups in Week 2.  Each group will write a research paper which analyzes one issue in personal financial planning.  Before beginning work, have your professor approve your chosen topic and give you some guidance.  Length should be a minimum of six pages (double-spaced) with at least five citations in the Bibliography.  In addition, each group will do an oral presentation based on their research paper.  The paper and your presentation will be due on Wednesday in Week 14 (Monday, November 24).

EXPLANATION
You will start with $100,000 of fake money.  
--You must start with eight stocks
--Between Weeks 5 and Week 11, you must make at least two transactions per week and must have owned at one time or another at least 20 different stocks. The game ends on Saturday, November 8 (Week 11). 

--The week after the game ends, in Week 12 (Friday, November 14), each student will submit a three-to-four page paper listing up their transactions up until Saturday, November 8 which is the day that the game ended. 
 
Here are the sections you should have in your paper.  The top earner will get five bonus points.  See the template which you must use.  Use a separate heading for each part. 

	For each week, describe the reasons you made each of  buy or sell transactions.  Give the date of each transaction (they must be spread over the seven weeks and not all concentrated in a few weeks.)

	5) Week 9, Monday, October 20 to Friday, October 24, at least two Transactions and your reasons
	1/3 page at least: Use dates as heading for this section.

	6) Week 10, Monday, October 27 to Friday, October 31, at least two Transactions and your reasons
	1/3 page at least: Use dates as heading for this section.

	7) Week 11, Monday, November 3 to Friday, November 7
8) , at least two Transactions and your reasons

Presentation on Stock Game (worth 1 point)
Friday, November 14: each student will give a brief (2 minute) overview of their stock market game results. Describe your best-performing stocks and give a reason why. Describe your losing stocks and give a reason why.  What have you learned from this game?  Write up what you plan to say in a one-page report and submit it to earn one-point credit.  This is separate from the paper.

Discussion Questions and Conference Participation (10%)
Participating actively in the Weekly Conferences is an essential part of this class.  Every week for the first ten weeks of the course, a discussion question will be presented to facilitate useful discussion among the class members, guided by the professor.  The assigned discussion questions can be found posted in the online Discussion Conference for each week.  You should answer these online.  (We may also discuss the responses in a live session).  Your first response to each DQ must be posted by 11:59 pm on Wednesday. Your second response needs to be posted by 11:59 pm on Friday.  Notes posted after the Friday deadline will not be graded.

To gain full credit for participation (1 point per week), you should provide at least two responses to the Discussion Questions.  One of the two notes that you post for the discussion question should be your original answer to the question and your other note can either be a response to another student’s posting or another original insight on your part. Each one of your notes posted for credit must be at least 150 words long.  To give you an idea of the length of a 150-word post, see the italicized section of the syllabus immediately below.  It equals exactly 150 words.  (Be sure to read the content of the section too since it is a key part of the syllabus.)

The Weekly Discussion Conference is designed to resemble a classroom discussion.  You need to actively participate to get credit for participation.  You do not get credit if you just log on and read others' comments. That is not participating. Your comments must be significant to count for participation credit. A significant comment is one that contributes a new insight, or which adds useful comments, suggests alternative solutions or gives good reasons for disagreeing with other’s comments in an ongoing discussion. In the course of the ongoing discussion, you may frequently reply with one-phrase comments; however, it does not count towards your participation grade when you just comment, "I agree," or "Good point" or “Nice job!”
Our online classroom exists only because of active participation by class members. It is entirely created by us. Your comments on one day could generate many responses. The online environment is something like an ongoing conversation. 
A Note on Late Postings: Students who post all or most of their notes at the end of the week will only earn half credit for both notes.   That is because the class will be discussing the assigned questions throughout the week and building upon each others' insights.  Everyone needs to participate in this dialogue. Last minute postings add little value. 
The Conference is like any other assignment and students will unfortunately lose points if they cannot do the assignment as directed.

Marianist Values
This class represents one component of your education at Chaminade University of Honolulu. An education in the Marianist Tradition is marked by five principles and you should take every opportunity possible to reflect upon the role of these characteristics in your education and development:

Marianist Values and this Course 
The Personal Finance course embodies the Marianist characteristics of “Education for adaptation and change.”  We live in a rapidly changing economic world where companies are created or fail, depending on the needs of the age.  It is important to understand the mechanisms behind this since we are all affected one way or another either as consumers or as employees.  The course will teach you how to be financially stable and successful regardless of the state of the constantly changing business cycle.  You will also learn about the mechanics of investing in the stock and bond market and about how to analyze a company using ratios and other techniques.  Just as companies need to adapt and change to survive as an entity, so do we need to understand how this process works so that we can adapt and change along with them.  When you do an assignment which shows you how interest rates change over time, you will learn some important lessons about how you should adapt and change your buying habits in accordance.  For example, you might want to hold off taking out a car loan if interest rates are expected to drop in the short-term since it will be more to your advantage to borrow later when rates are low.  Other assignments in this class will also help you to adapt and change your strategy throughout your life as situations change in the financial markets.  

Native Hawaiian Valuesd
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:
1. Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live by God
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Credit Hour Policy 
Credit hour allotment for this course is at the very bottom. 
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in 45 hours of engagement. This equates to one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester, 10-week term, or equivalent amount of work over a different amount of time. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in total student engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. The minimum 45 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment.
