Course Description & Materials
Catalog Course Description can be found in the online course catalog.
This course is a requirement for new students along with certain other General Education courses.  It focuses on the theory and practice of verbal and non-verbal communication.
Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Over the 15 weeks of this course, students will spend 37.5 hours in class, 75 hours researching, drafting, writing, and presenting various oral presentations.  Such time to include preparing visual/power point accompaniment to such presentations.  While there is no mid-term nor final exam per se, students may anticipate chapter quizzes based on the TEXTBOOK  Two dozen addition hours will be spent on directed activities, observations of speakers, and/or service learning relating to this class.

Required:
A TEXT will required for each student to purchase, rent, or obtain virtually.  The current TEXT is COMM2, however students check with the bookstore to be certain.

2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep.
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship.
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
