University Course Catalog Description
One three-hour laboratory per week will include examination of models and slides, dissection, and physiological exercises. Required course for nursing majors. Non-nursing students (e.g. pre-health professions students) may take this course subject to availability of seats in a separate course section than nursing majors.
Co-requisites: BI 152, NUR majors
Course Overview
Human Anatomy and Physiology Laboratory (BI 152L) will study the human body, its component systems, their gross anatomy and histology, and their workings and interactions for the nursing program. Topics covered will include the autonomic nervous system, the senses, the eye and ear, the endocrine, cardiovascular, lymphatic, respiratory, digestive, urinary, and reproductive systems, fetal development, and surface anatomy. The course consists of one three-hour lab per week; the lab is intended to supplement the lecture and offer the opportunity to observe the structures and functions discussed in lecture.

4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
Course Learning Outcomes
By the end of our course, students will be able to:
1. Demonstrate safe procedures within a laboratory.
2. Identify basic components of a light microscope and perform basic microscopy.
3. Understand the scientific method and how to apply it to the study of human anatomy and physiology.
4. Describe all types of cellular transport including diffusion, facilitated diffusion, active transport, exocytosis, endocytosis, phagocytosis, and pinocytosis.
5. Define and correctly use anatomical terminology to explain the physiology of the major organ systems.
6. Differentiate between types of epithelial tissue, types of connective tissue, and describe their function.
7. Identify all major bones within the axial and appendicular skeleton and understand the components of bone tissue and function of bone.
8. Identify all major muscles/muscle groups within the axial and appendicular divisions and understand their function as well as nervous innervation.
9. Describe disease states, both genetic and acquired etiologies, and their current medical treatments.
Biology Program Learning Outcomes (PLO)
Upon completion of a B.S. degree program in Biology the student will be able to:
1. Utilize the scientific method in the design and testing of hypotheses.
2. Statistically evaluate, validate and interpret scientific data and communicate the results of such analyses effectively both orally and in writing.
3. Acquire and comprehend information from published scientific literature and employ computational resources in the resolution of biological problems.
4. Recognize the chemical and physical principles that underlie all life forms, as well as the biological organization at the molecular, cellular, tissue, organ, organism, and system levels that emerge from these principles.
5. Define the components and processes of genetic and epigenetic information. transmission, and their determinant effects on the adaptive and evolutionary processes that they drive.
6. Evaluate the etiology of major human disease burden in terms of, pathophysiological mechanisms, epidemiology within populations and possible therapeutic approaches.
7. Embark upon career pathways towards the major post-graduate fields of research, education, and the health professions of their choice.

Grading Scale
Letter grades are given in all courses except those conducted on a credit/no credit basis. Grades are calculated from the student’s daily work, class participation, assignments, and tests as described above. They are interpreted as follows:
A (90% and above) Outstanding scholarship and an unusual degree of intellectual initiative
B (80-89%) Superior work done in a consistent and intellectual manner
C (70-79%) Average grade indicating a competent grasp of subject matter
D (60-69%) Inferior work of the lowest passing grade, not satisfactory for fulfillment of prerequisite course work
F (59% and below) Failed to grasp the minimum subject matter; no credit given
 
Course Policies
Late Work Policy
All assignments are typically completed during lab. Any other assignments must be completed prior to the due date/time. Unexcused late work will receive no credit or a reduced grade at the sole discretion of the instructor.
Lab practical exams require extensive set up, and therefore it is critical students report for Lab practical exams at the times and dates assigned. Failure to report for a scheduled lab practical will result in a grade of ZERO. If you think you may not be able to attend a particular lab practical (e.g. official travel with Chaminade Athletics team), inform me of your situation as soon as possible to request to take it during a different scheduled lab time. In rare cases (e.g. hospitalization, death of immediate family member), a makeup exam may be permitted at the sole discretion of the instructor.
Grades of "Incomplete"
Students and instructors may negotiate an incomplete grade when there are specific justifying circumstances. When submitting a grade, the “I” will be accompanied by the alternative grade that will automatically be assigned after 90 days. These include IB, IC, ID, and IF. If only an “I” is submitted the default grade is F. The completion of the work, evaluation, and reporting of the final grade is due within 90 days after the end of the semester or term. This limit may not be extended.
Writing Policy
Students are required to complete their assignments and lab practical exams legibly. If the instructor is unable to discern the handwriting for a particular question response, no credit will be awarded for that question.

It is the instructor’s prerogative to modify deadlines of course requirements accordingly. Any student who stops attending a course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.
 
Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of classes may lead to a grade reduction for the course. Any unexcused absence of two consecutive weeks or more may result in being withdrawn from the course by the instructor, although the instructor is not required to withdraw students in that scenario. Repeated absences put students at risk of failing the course.
 
Students with disabilities who have obtained accommodations from the Chaminade University of Honolulu Tutor Coordinator may be considered for an exception when the accommodation does not materially alter the attainment of the learning outcomes.
Federal regulations require continued attendance for continuing payment of financial aid. When illness or personal reasons necessitate continued absence, the student should communicate first with the instructor to review the options. Anyone who stops attending a course without official withdrawal may receive a failing grade or be withdrawn by the instructor at the instructor’s discretion.
 
In addition to the above excerpt from the Academic Catalog… Physical and mental attendance is of utmost importance in any profession where the stakes are as high as life and death (e.g. nursing). Showing up to lab on time, engaging in all lab activities and exercises, staying in lab until dismissed, and having a good attitude will go a long way for “participation” points (which is half of the final grade). It will almost certainly also result in higher practical exam scores (the other half of the final grade). So don’t miss class if you don’t have to, and don’t habitually miss class if you desire to pass.

Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in a minimum of 45 hours of engagement, regardless of varying credits, duration, modality, or degree level. This equates to one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in total student engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. The number of engagement hours may be higher, as needed to meet specific learning outcomes.
How This Course Meets the Credit Hour Policy: This course results in a total of at least 3 hours per week of engagement inside and outside the classroom as above described for 15 weeks for a total of no less than 45 hours over the course of the semester.
