Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
This course examines the theory and practice of auditing as applied to transaction cycles, auditing terminology, internal control procedures, reporting on audited statements, audit evidence, and review and analysis of statements on auditing standards. Service-Learning.
Prerequisites: AC-302, EN-102, COM-101

Time Allocation
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in a minimum of 45 hours of engagement, regardless of varying credits, duration, modality, or degree level. This equates to one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester. Terms that have alternative lengths, such as 10 week terms, should have an equivalent amount of faculty instruction and out-of-class student work to meet each credit hour. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in total student engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. The number of engagement hours may be higher, as needed to meet specific learning outcomes.

This course is intended to provide both theoretical and practical knowledge in auditing concepts.  Students practice and mastery of the program learning outcomes will prepare students for careers in auditing as well as preparation for the CPA Examination.

Accounting is a very difficult subject area.  Consequently, students will be expected to contribute a significant amount of time outside of the classroom during the Semester. This is a three credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are expected to spend about 40.66 in class, 3 hours writing response cases/projects, 10 hours studying for the midterm exam, 24 hours revising course cases/projects, and 10 hours studying for the final exam. There will be an additional 47.34 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (course readings, homework assignments, etc.). This additional work will average about 3 hours per week.

Homework
Assignments will be a mix of problems from Whittington & Pany, Principles of Auditing & Other Assurance Services and applied case work in the EYARC Virtual Platform and other course resources. Homework must be submitted by the assigned due dates through the designated Canvas drop box. Late submissions will be discounted accordingly. Each assignment is worth 10 points.

Case Work

Professional Case Work (Individual Case Studies)
Students will complete two individual professional case studies drawn from auditing and assurance contexts, utilizing materials from the EYARC Virtual Platform, the Deloitte Foundation Trueblood Case Study Series, and instructor-provided class cases, as appropriate. These cases are designed to reinforce understanding of audit standards, ethical considerations, and the distinction between assurance and non-assurance services.

Each case will require the student to analyze presented fact patterns, identify relevant professional standards and ethical principles, evaluate alternative courses of action, and articulate well-reasoned conclusions supported by authoritative guidance. Emphasis will be placed on understanding the rationale behind auditor judgment and decision-making, rather than on performing detailed audit procedures.

All case work will be completed individually. Each case study will be worth 40 points, for a total of 80 case work points.

Midterm Exams  
  
As indicated on the course schedule, there will be one midterm exams worth 100 points.  There will two portions of the exam part in class and part take home. The take home section will be due as indicated in the applicable exam drobox in Canvas. Students will loose 5% from their raw score for each day take home sections are past due up until the date the professor reviews the exam. Student who have not submitted their midterm exams prior to the professor's review will receive an automatic zero on those parts of their exams. 

Final Exam
 
The Final Exam will be distributed on Monday April 20th 2025. The exam is cumulative and covers all modules.  The completed exam should be uploaded into the AC-404 Class Canvas site for grading no later than Monday April 27th  2025 at 11:59pm
