Instructor Background Information
Professor Richard Y. Kido is an Associate Professor of Accounting in the School of Business and Communication at Chaminade University of Honolulu. Prior to entering academia, Professor Kido also operated his own accounting and financial consulting practice, providing advisory services to businesses and nonprofit organizations. His professional background informs his teaching approach, which emphasizes practical application, real-world decision-making, and the integration of tax concepts into broader business and financial contexts.

Professor Kido teaches accounting courses at both the undergraduate and graduate levels, with academic and professional interests that include nonprofit accounting, service-learning, experiential learning, and accounting education pedagogy. He has been actively involved in curriculum development and academic leadership at Chaminade University, including service as Faculty Senate President and as an academic advisor to accounting majors.

Professor Kido holds a Bachelor of Arts degree from Michigan State University and a Master of Business Administration degree from the University of Hawaiʻi at Mānoa. His combined industry and academic experience supports AC-301’s class focus.

Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
This course and AC-302 provide in-depth coverage of financial accounting theory and practice for accounting majors and those who need more than basic knowledge. Topics include accounting processes and the application of GAAP to the preparation of the financial statements, with specific emphasis on recognition and measurement of cash, receivables, and inventories.
Prerequisites: AC-202, EN-102, COM-101

Time Allocation
This course expands on the basic survey knowledge obtained in the introductory accounting courses in a significantly more in-depth, extensive manner. Emphasis is placed on the theoretical aspects of financial accounting as well as introducing students to practical intermediate accounting topical areas.

Accounting is a very difficult subject area.  Consequently, students will be expected to contribute a significant amount of time outside of the classroom during the Semester. This is a three credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are expected to spend about 40.66 in class, 3 hours writing response cases/projects, 10 hours studying for the midterm exam, 24 hours revising course cases/projects, and 10 hours studying for the final exam. There will be an additional 47.34 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (course readings, homework assignments, etc.). This additional work will average about 3 hours per week.

This dynamic process encourages lifelong learning and prepares students to navigate future financial and personal changes with confidence and wisdom.

Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. 5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
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Course Activities

Exams

As indicated on the course schedule, there will be three exams worth 100 points each.  Exams are closed book/closed notes; however, students will be allowed to use three 8 ½ x 11 papers (front and back) to use as “cheat sheets” for each exam. The “cheat sheets” must be hand-written (i.e. no pages typed in 2 point font).

Final Exam

The final exam is take home and scheduled for the last week of classes The final exam is cumulative and covers chapters 1 – 11The final exam is worth 100 points.

Daily Quizzes

There will be 30 daily quizzes during the course of the semester that are worth 3 points 
each. The quizzes will be short answer and will cover materials from the previous class session.  Quizzes can not be made up; any missed quiz, regardless of the reason for the absence, will result in a grade of zero.
 
Homework
