Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
Instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays. The course instructs the basics of organization and clear expression and use of Standard Edited American English. Offered every semester.
General Education Outcome

The students will explore and articulate reading and writing strategies, produce written texts, and engage diverse textual situations, so as to participate creatively, collaboratively, and critically in their local communities.


Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring an average minimum of 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are expected to spend about 37.5 hours in the class, 10 hours writing the weekly journal, 10.5 hours taking notes on assigned readings, 42 hours planning, drafting, editing, and finalizing their papers. There will be an additional 35+ hours of work required beyond what is listed here. This additional work will average about 2.3 hours per week.

Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship.
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Course Activities

Attendance and Participation (20 points) - Attendance will be taken per class session. Per the student handbook, students are allowed 3 unexcused absences without penalty.  Excused absences must be accompanied by medical documentation. No more than 10 points or one letter grade will be deducted from your final grade for unexcused absences.

Class participation may require submitted written responses to class readings and/or may require group collaboration and/or other class activities.  If you are not prepared for class or refuse to participate, you will lose 1 point toward your final grade. 
 
Paper drafts (5 points each)– This is a complete draft of the final version of your paper.  A separate assignment sheet and grading rubric will accompany each paper draft.  A grade of ‘0’ will be given to incomplete drafts and/or drafts that are plagiarized or obviously AI generated.
        	
Peer Review Sessions (3 points each) – The peer review sessions will be conducted during class time. Students must attend class to receive points for this assignment.  I will provide a rubric to use for “grading” peers' work. In order to receive points for participating in a peer review session, students must submit their own draft to be graded. Students must either print out copies of their drafts to bring to class or must be willing to share (email) their drafts to their peers. Students should be able to print out their drafts at the Sullivan Family Library.

Final Versions of Papers (10 points each) – These are 2-3 page polished and edited versions of your draft. A rubric will be included in all paper assignment sheets.

Reflection Paper (10 points) – This is a reflection on food insecurity, the theme for the course.

Journal/Quizzes (10 points) –You cannot make up quizzes or journal entries if you are absent -even with a note from a medical professional.  At the end of the semester, there will be opportunities to make up work, so short absences should not negatively affect your final grade.
