Includes discussion of 
employment preparation, leadership, professional organization, ethics, certification, accreditation, and 
research skills including data generation, analysis, and interpretation.

Time Allocation 

This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official 

CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are anticipated to spend 37.5 hours engaged 

in lecture (online or in-person), exercises and/or discussions, averaging to 2.5 hours/week.  Ten hours 

will be allocated to prepare and conduct the mock interview.  The remaining 87.5 hours will be 

allocated to reading the assigned material, researching topics, and performing other ancillary 

obligations, averaging to ~5.8 hours/week.

Native Hawaiian Values 

Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the 
transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking 
justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke 
Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana 

ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a 

family relationship. 

4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) 

Education is the standing torch of wisdom. 

5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 

203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
