Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
Instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays. The course instructs the basics of organization and clear expression and use of Standard Edited American English. Offered every semester.
Course Overview 
Our course will primarily focus on rhetorical modes or ways of organizing your writing. As a theme, however, we will engage in readings that focus on Hawai‘i and other Indigenous issues. While some of the readings will focus on historical issues, other readings will pay attention to connections between language and power.  To begin, we will connect writing to identity, place, community, and power.  Given that this is a writing class, each module will have an extensive number of written assignments.  


Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Over the 15 weeks of this course, students will spend an average of 50 hours reading articles and writing responses to the readings and 75 hours drafting, revising, and finalizing course papers.

Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

1. Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live by God.
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep.
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship.
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
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Course Activities
Reading Responses
Reading responses should summarize the main points/purpose/thesis of the writing assigned. The response should be 250-350 words and should be a well-organized, detailed and polished response. In addition to answering the question posed by the instructor for the reading, the response must provide evidence through at least two key quotes.  A key quote helps to support the point the writer (you) are making in your response and links to the larger thesis or purpose of the article.  In order to demonstrate a close reading, contextualized quotes must include page numbers and references to the author of the article and section of the work being referenced. 

Please DO NOT use AI to generate your reading response.

Papers
Papers – even drafts – should be well-organized and polished. Each paragraph should clear topic sentences, details/evidence, and a concluding statement or transition sentence to the next major point. Each paper is accompanied by a rubric.
Course Policies
