Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description

This course provides an overview of the growing field of sports psychology. Topics including
motivation, team cohesion, and leadership will be covered as well as psychological
interventions that can be utilized by coaches and players to improve performance.
Prerequisites: EN 102, COM 101

Time Allocation

This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the
official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Over the duration of this course, students will spend 25 hours
reading and studying the textbook chapters, 25 hours reviewing the chapter presentation
PowerPoints, 25 hours taking the chapter quizzes, 28.5 hours completing the course activities,
15 hours completing the final project, and 12 hours participating in course discussions. There
will be an additional 4.5 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (i.e., reviewing
materials, conducting individual research).

Educate for adaptation and change.

This course focuses on the Marianist value of educating for adaptation and change by helping
students understand what makes people think, feel, and behave the way that they do.

3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ‘Ike aku, ‘ike mai, kokua aku kokua mai; pela iho la ka
nohana ‘ohana (‘Olelo No‘eau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be
helped; such is a family relationship.

4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama ki o ka no‘eau (‘Olelo No‘eau
1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.

5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ‘A‘ohe pau ka ‘ike i ka halau ho‘okahi (‘Olelo
No‘eau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Eight class discussion questions are posted within the modules. It is expected that each
student’s posts for each discussion will be approximately one page in length. The following
guidelines should be used to actively and intelligently participate in the class discussions

thoughtful-discussion-responses// (Links to an external site.) (Links to an external site.).

* Ask open-ended questions to promote discussion. Open-ended questions require individuals
to write more than a simple one- or two-word answer. Open-ended questions require the use
of critical thinking skills and allow individuals to reflect on their thoughts and feelings about a
particular topic.

e Don’t be afraid to disagree. It is okay to disagree with what someone has to say or play the
"devil’s advocate." However, when you choose to disagree, remember to do so respectfully.
Everyone is entitled to their own opinion and it is okay for you to offer your own interpretation.
e Give reasons for your opinion. It is important to provide reasons for your thoughts and
feelings about the topic. You may even choose to make a personal connection or share a
personal experience with your classmates. Applying class information to real-world situations is
a great way to demonstrate that you truly understand what you are learning.

¢ Think outside the box. Online discussions can get boring when everyone’s posts begin to
sound the same. Don’t be afraid to propose a new idea or ask a probing question to generate
conversation.

Introducing new,
relevant ideas from resources, other than the provided class materials, can help take learning
to the next level.
