Course Description:
In this continuation of the introductory year in French, you will continue to learn the basics in reading, writing, speaking and listening.  The ability to communicate in a second language is a way of understanding the world as seen by others. It is also a way to better understand your own language.  You will learn about French-speaking peoples and gain an awareness of French Culture through film, music, and food.  
Rationale:
The history of the United States as well as the English language have been greatly influenced by French and France.  Louisiana, named for Louis, was sold to the United States at the very beginning of the 19th century, while French trappers and traders explored and initiated trade routes.  French thinkers and revolutionaries fired the colonists’ imaginations and influenced our Revolution. France is known mostly to Americans through culinary arts, and recently, seemingly incomprehensible politics. You will make some interesting and exciting discoveries about French and yourself.
