COURSE OUTLINE:


World Civilizations II explores the dynamic relationships between and within selected major world civilizations.  In today’s age of globalization, examining the world’s earlier societies leads to an appreciation and understanding of pluralistic world cultures.  While this course takes a global perspective in studying world history, students will acknowledge and appreciate the separate identities and unique contributions of individual societies.


The course will focus on three historical periods:

· Origins of Global Interdependence:  1500-1800

· An Age of Revolution, Industry and Empire:  1750-1914

· The Twentieth and Twenty-first Centuries:  1914 - Present


The text, World Civilizations, Volume I:  To 1600, focuses on seven key themes in order to examine similarities and differences between various civilizations:

· Law and Lawgivers

· Religion and Morality

· Commerce and Exchange

· Family Relations

· Nature and Technology

· Tradition and Innovation

· Violence and Coercion

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
· To gain a broad, basic factual grasp of the course of World Civilizations in order to better understand today’s world

· To develop the ability to think critically about the past and historical issues and to communicate those ideas verbally and in writing.

· To develop skills in analyzing evidence and in reaching informed conclusions based upon such evidence.
