COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course provides a survey of America’s international relations from 1776 to the present.  We’ll consider domestic and foreign influences upon the making, implementation, and evaluation of foreign policy; different academic perspectives and interpretations; and the utility of past experience as America moves forward in a rapidly evolving international system. American Diplomacy is cross listed for either history or political science credit, and this course is rooted in both fields. Students may emphasize whichever suits their degree plan.  The Chaminade catalog indicates course prerequisites as “any 100 or 200 level history or political science course.” Additional history and political science background would be helpful, but is not absolutely required.  No class on Nov. 27, Thanksgiving.                 

TEXT: The American Age: U.S. Foreign Policy at Home and Abroad, 1750 to Present,  by Walter LaFeber. 1994, W.W. Norton & Co., N.Y., 2nd Edition.
WEB: The dozens of web links (handout sent via email) that accompany the various scheduled course topics are recommended, but not required reading.
EVALUATION:    Two midterms and a final will be averaged for the entire class grade.  Midterm test format is “fill in blank,” with a few multiple choice and true/false, fifty questions, and must be done in pen. Late arrival on test day may result in deferral to a make‑up session.  Make-ups are essay format.  No one may leave the room during a test. Test dates may change. The final will be take-home essay format, based on class lecture, and will draw from the entire semester.  The questions will be provided in the last weeks of class.  Answers will vary in length, but should probably average at least a few pages each.  Good content, expressed in the student’s own words, with references when required, is essential. Students who’d like feedback for the opportunity to make revisions should turn them in early.  Otherwise all written work is due no later than December 21 (three days after the last day of class.) Extra credit is and can boost final class grades by up to ten points. All required work must be completed to pass the class.  All grading will be based on a standard grading scale (90-100%=A, etc.)  Students must sign in every day; more than two evenings unexcused absence may result in failure of the course.  Note: much class material is not in the text!  The instructor will be available for individual consultation after class, and may be phoned at home during daylight hours or emailed anytime.  No food or drink is allowed in these classrooms. All of these policies will be reviewed and supplemented on the first evening.
