Course Description: 

Japanese 105 (4 credits) is an introduction to spoken and written Japanese for beginning students.  Classes meet twice a week so attendance and participation are important.  Speaking, listening, reading and writing skills will be covered in this course; however, spoken language (speaking and listening) in daily situations will be emphasized.  

Objectives:

(1) To develop speaking and listening skills of the Japanese language in common conversational situations.

(2) To learn basic structural patterns of the Japanese language and practice their use in everyday situations.

(3) To learn to read materials written in hiragana and some basic kanji and to write hiragana words for essential words.  

(4) To become familiar with Japanese culture that is related to the lesson topics.

Requirements:
