Class Times: Monday Evenings are the official start of each week. Class begins April 1st 2002 and ends June 10th 2002. This is an accelerated 10-week program.

Course Description: This is an introductory course that meets the Track A general education requirement in mathematics. Topics have been selected to challenge and develop your thought processes and to help create a logical approach to problem solving. This course does not meet any prerequisites for any other math course. (3 credit hours) 

It is my hope that you will be exposed to some of the beauty that lies within the realm of mathematical thinking and that you will discover some of the tools and thought process that can be helpful in your everyday life. Course contents and timetable may be adjusted according to class needs and abilities.

Requirements: MA100 is a “thinking and apply” course. Most of your learning will come from your personal effort in doing the class exercises, assignments, and reading. As an online course an extremely high degree of personal responsibility is required. 

There are no shortcuts to ‘getting through the course’. You must do ALL of the homework, assignments and reading. Late work = 0

Assignments are to be posted on the web board and are due by Sunday midnight, Hawaii time. Homework is for your benefit but will not be graded. Mini-Paper: There will be an assigned topic for research (5 pages). A grading criteria sheet will be provided. Your work will be posted to the web board when due. Mid-Term will consist of questions that you should have already been exposed to via homework. You will be given two days to complete the questions and return your worked solutions via email. Final: This will be a comprehensive test of all course material. For those of you that are off-island please make arrangements now for a proctor.  Some of the questions will require knowledge of definitions; most will require solutions showing all working/calculations and may involve your experience with the hands-on assignments. 

There are NO shortcuts to doing well in the course. If you do not personally do all of the required homework, reading and assignments then your final grade will be reflect less than your best efforts. 

Academic Honesty and Plagiarism: All material submitted in fulfillment of course requirements must be done by the registered student. Cut and paste research, copying or having someone else do your work, constitutes plagiarism and will result in a grade of zero for the assignment and possible failure for the course. 

Mathematics should be fun! (really) Relax, take your time, use some scratch paper and treat the challenges for what they are – puzzles that you can solve. Often spending time with a section and then coming back to it, will help the ‘lights go on’ so you actually ‘get it’ and achieve a sense of satisfaction from learning.

Supplies: Either a three ring binder or loose leaf note system, calculator (with trig functions is helpful), protractor, pencil, eraser, graph paper (helpful), ruler (translucent). For experiments: dice, cards, scissors, string and family members or friends will be beneficial. 
Online Participation: Please participate by asking questions, discussing topics and helping other students with their questions. Your contributions and ways of approaching problems will help everyone. If your overall grade is borderline significant class participation could move you up a grade. 

For example: A student with a class grade of 86 (‘B’) could become 90 an (‘A’) with very active participation.
