INTRODUCTORY ALGEBRA
Course Description

This course prepares students for Math 103, College Algebra.  The goal is to establish a firm foundation in the fundamental concepts and techniques of algebra.  Study focuses on writing and manipulating expressions, solving linear equations and inequalities, graphing linear functions, and solving systems of linear equations and inequalities. Time permitting, radical expressions and quadratic functions will also be studied.

Students should already be familiar with basic arithmetic operations on whole numbers, fractions and decimals, and signed numbers.

As much as possible, we will follow the attached course schedule.  Problems will be assigned as each section is discussed in class, and should be completed before the next class meeting. There will normally be a short quiz (10-15 minutes) each class meeting which will cover the problems assigned for that class.  At the end of the term the lowest quiz score will be dropped. 

There will be 1 midterm test (1 hour in length)  and a cumulative final exam (2 hours) which will cover the entire course.  

Quiz scores will comprise 25% of your grade, the midterm test 35%, and the final exam 40%. The standard grading scale will be used.
