Course Description:  This course is a continuation of Math 210, Calculus I.  This course will serve as an introduction to integral calculus, and differential equations.  The topics that will be covered in this course are:

a) Transcendental functions: their derivatives and integrals

b) Applications of the integral: Area, volume, and work problems

c) More techniques of integration; L’Hospital’s Rule.

d) Infinite series: Convergence, Taylor Series, Power Series,

e) Parametric equations, polar coordinates.

It is imperative that you attend (and participate ( in) class as well as stay on top of your homework!   You will have homework every night, and about 1 test per month.  

Above all, I hope this class opens your eyes to how cool math is!

Homework:

Homework will be due at the beginning of the next class meeting.  Homework is to be written on a full sheet of paper (unless it is a handout) and should be neat.  If I cannot read it, you will not receive credit for that assignment.  Credit for each problem will be awarded as follows:

0- Minimal attempt

1- Contains major error of a mathematical concept
2- No major error in a mathematical concept; either contains a major arithmetic or algebraic error
3- Completely correct or minor algebraic error
I will accept 3 late homework assignments at a cost of 50% off the homework grade.  I will not accept assignments more than a week late.

Homework solutions are available in the notebook marked Math 211 in my office.  You may look at the solutions, but you may not remove solutions from the notebook with out my permission.
Daily quiz:

A daily quiz will be given at the beginning of each class session.  Each quiz will consist of 1 or 2 problems.  One problem will be from recent material, and one from previously covered material.  Don’t worry about the quizzes!!  The main purposes of these quizzes are to get you in the frame of mind of calculus.  I will drop the three lowest quiz grades.  Since you cannot make up quizzes (even if you have an excused absence), you may miss up to three days of class sessions without direct academic penalty.  

Exams:

Three one-hour exams and a cumulative final will test your mastery of the material.  The three one hour exams will emphasize the material covered since the previous exam, but may include anything covered in the course up to and including the lecture before the exam.  All exams are closed book, but a 3x5 index card with your personal notes printed on it is permissible during an exam.  No flip-books, expand-o cards, or anything that will expand the surface area of your index card is allowed for use on the exam.
