Course Description:

Over the course of this term we will explore the musics of selected cultures around the globe, examine their cultural contexts, rituals, practices, instruments, and their rich diversity of musical expression. This course will focus on both Western and non-Western cultures and traditions in order to present the broad spectrum of cultural representation through musical expression. In essence, we will tackle the staggering topic of the “music of the whole earth” by exploring basic concepts of music and examining the important link between music and the society that produces it.

Course Objectives:

· To develop an understanding of the role of music in the various cultures

· To learn the various types of instruments used in musical practices

· To be able to identify and distinguish between the musical and cultural practices of each society studied

· To “stretch our ears” beyond the sounds we are used to hearing in order to better appreciate the music and traditions of societies much different from our own

Class Format:

Class sessions will involve lectures, listening to recordings and/or viewing videos and DVDs. However, class participation will be a very large part of the classroom environment. Each of you will be required to come to class prepared to discuss or present some aspect of the assigned reading. The individual topics from these readings will not be pre-assigned, so it is imperative that you do the reading and come to class prepared and ready to be called upon. Your participation will be worth 10 points per class session and will be evaluated each week. The amount of points you earn each week will be determined by the depth and quality of your contributions. Feel free to explore the internet for additional material to enhance your discussions. Class participation will account for one-third of your grade, so please be prepared each week. If you are not present or are not prepared, you will automatically lose the available points. In addition to class participation points, there will be two exams (a mid-term and the final exam) worth 100 points each.
