Course Description:  This course offers a variety of physics activities for both the mathematically oriented and the non-mathematically oriented students.  Student involvement is HEAVELY emphasized.  Topics studied include kinematics, Newton’s Laws, centripetal force and gravity, energy, momentum and collisions, rotational motion, fluid dynamics, elasticity and oscillations, and heat and temperature.


It is imperative that you attend (and participate ( in) class as well as stay on top of your homework!   You will have homework every night, and about 1 test per month.  Although the class sessions will be mainly lecture, we will be doing a lot of group and inquiry based work in class.  If you do not finish this in class it is your responsibility to come in out side of class hours to complete the project.  

Above all, I hope this class opens your eyes to how cool and amazing physics is!

Homework:

Homework will be due at the beginning of the next class meeting.  Homework is to be written on a full sheet of paper (unless it is a handout) and should be neat.  If I cannot read it, you will not receive credit for that assignment.  Credit for each problem will be awarded as follows:

0- Minimal attempt

1- Contains major error of a physical concept
2- No major error in a physical concept; either contains a major arithmetic or algebraic error
3- Completely correct or minor algebraic error
Homework solutions are available in the notebook marked Physics 151 in my office.  You may look at the solutions, but you may not remove solutions from the notebook with out my permission.
Daily quiz:

A daily quiz will be given at the beginning of each class session.  Each quiz will consist of 1 or 2 problems.  One problem will be from recent material, and one from previously covered material.  Don’t worry about the quizzes!!  The main purposes of these quizzes are to get you in the frame of mind of physics.  I will drop the three lowest quiz grades.  Since you cannot make up quizzes, you may miss up to three days of class without direct academic penalty.  

Exams:

Your mastery of the material will be tested by three one hour exams and a cumulative final.  The three one hour exams will emphasize the material covered since the previous exam, but may include anything covered in the course up to and including the lecture before the exam.  All exams are closed book, but a 3x5 index card with your personal notes printed on it is permissible during an exam.  No flip-books, expand-o cards, or anything that will expand the surface area of your index card is allowed for use on the exam.
