Description of Assignments: 

Mid-Term Test:  The mid-term is designed to provide students with an opportunity to practice memorization skills as those skills relate to learning the technical language and theories of child development.  Questions will come directly from textbook material.

Classroom Activities Participation:  Each week the instructor will provide students with experiential tasks to help them better understand cognitive and affective development in children.  Examples of such tasks are creativity/imagination exercises, playtime, movies and discussion of those movies with emphasis on child perspective.

APA Weekly Activity:  Each week the instructor will lead students in discussion/exercises that relate to the profession of psychology.  Topics include ethics, writing style, career choice, professionalization, research, multi-discipline work, DSM-IV (TR) diagnostic technique,child/family interview technique, law, education,  and the scientific method.

Class Research Projects:  Students will be organized into group(s); group members will research a particular aspect of child development and then create appropriate interventions for a child.  This project is designed to introduce students to research protocols, efficacy of basic and applied research to parenting, teaching, therapy.
