Description of Assignments:

Mature Scholarship:  This refers to polite discourse with classmates, willingness to consider differing viewpoints, willingness to base work on empirical research, willingness to communicate with instructor and classmates regarding class issues.

Class Exercises: Each week the class will be provided an exercise—exercises may be guest lectures, video material, structured group discussion, theory application, therapy technique.

Contemporary Issue Paper: This is an opportunity to apply classic/modern personality theory to real world events.  Real world events include but are not limited to community, state, national, global issues that are specifically influenced by an individual or group personality.  Please use APA format.  The paper is to be between 8-10 pages. Use references.  

Presentation: A short practical review of your paper.  The goal is to share tools developed from your understanding of personality structure and personality influence on society.

The presentation is to be  between 5 - 10 minutes in length.  Choose your own format.

Mid-Term Test on Theory:  Assessment of knowledge of general personality theory.

Test will cover general areas of construction, psychodynamic, behavioral, humanistic, cognitive, relational,and cross-cultural. Format of test to be determined by class process.

Applied Class Project: Class will be organized into small group(s).  Each group will be presented with a situation to analyze in terms of personality influence.  Students are graded individually for their contribution to the group process and for their contribution of well researched and mindful information.
