Catalogue Description:  Students will explore the Hebrew Scriptures as expressions of the 

Jewish community, focusing on the historical contexts and literary forms of the scriptures

as they share the story of God’s call to covenant and community.  Students will examine

a variety of approaches to the study of and prayerful reflection upon these scriptures, as well as 

survey the important theological and ethical themes which form the foundation of later Jewish 

thought and practice.  They will explore the dialogue between Jews and Christians on the 

meaning and importance of these scriptures in the development of rabbinical  Judaism and the 

Christian canon of scriptures.

Goal:  to introduce the God of Hebrew Scripture and explicate Israel’s relationship with that

God over an almost two-thousand year journey of faith, and two-thousand more years hence. 

This course seeks to foster critical insight into and appreciation for the sacred texts of Israel 

in whole and in part.  Engagement in this enterprise seeks to birth greater understanding of 

contemporary Judaism, as well as understanding of the essential pre-history of Jesus of Nazareth 

and Christianity.

Objectives:

1) to highlight Israel’s God-talk, the world in which that God is present and over which 

that God reigns, a God about which Israel has testimony to give as both witness and 

advocate

2) to trace the people’s journey of faith as evidenced in the events, personalities, parties

and practices of Israel, the memory of which is carried in writings that convey the

revelational and responsorial words and deeds of Israel through her long history of 

salvation

3) to contextualize the faith practice of Israel within the socio-religious realities of other

Ancient Near East peoples and cultures

4) to validate the central themes and motifs of Israel’s liberation through faith as 

enduring realities that speak to the universal human condition in general and 

Christianity in particular

5) to foster critical use and interpretation of the Hebrew Scriptures with regard to

contemporary science and scholarship, biblical theology and interpretation

Catalogue Description:  Students will study and discuss the theological foundations of

Christianity from a contemporary Catholic perspective, probing concepts fundamental to

formulating a coherent and systematic faith-vision within a diverse, multi-cultural society.

Central themes include: revelation & faith/ grace & Jesus / religion & salvation / scripture

& tradition / church & mission / ethics & ecumenical dialogue.  Contemporary debates on 

fundamental concepts in theology will be offered in a spirit that is catholic, Christian and

ecumenical.

Goal:  to probe human experience and history for insight into the dynamics of revelation

and faith as operative on both human and transcendent levels.  This course will explore

in systematic fashion the fundamental elements of human religious experience as

evidenced and amplified in both Judaism & Christianity.  Foundational concepts relevant to

living faith will be studied with reference to both the individual and the community.

This course seeks to present the rationale and logic, the viability and possibility for

embracing a faith that lives through understanding, articulation and practice.  It is

designed to help students appreciate the fuller dimensions of mature faith in  terms of

both its constitutive parts and extended possibilities.

Objectives:

1) to examine in depth the essential thematics of Christian theology in a way that  

embraces the tradition and provides for its continual resourcement

2) to highlight theological categories that articulate and animate contemporary faith

with a view toward understanding their foundational and relational value

3) to provide a systematic study of Catholic Christianity in a spirit of correlation and

contrast to other Christianities, world religions and humanity at large

4) to expose the theological foundations of a faith & a religion that seeks to be both


faithful and fertile within an historical and global context

5) to foster renewed enthusiasm for the study and embrace of religion as mankind’s

greatest spiritual, intellectual and socio-historical endeavor

Requirements:

Option A: Service Learning

Option B: Regular Course Format
Each student is asked to submit a 15 page paper [typed – double-spaced] on the life & thought of a specific theologian relevant to the modern period [20th/21st century].  The paper is due at the time of the last class in the semester. The topic needs to be approved by October 31st, and the paper’s format should follow any of the standardized methods in use at Chaminade.  The theologian’s bio-data

should cover the first 3 papes, followed by 10 pages of explication of the writer’s thought, to be concluded with a 1 page explanation for your subject selection and a 1 page correlation of your subject to your life or life in the world today.

Catalogue Description:     Ancient scriptural documents have erupted into modern

controversies, ranging from questions over biblical fundamentalism to the controversial

views espoused by the “Jesus Seminar.”  This course will examine the notion of

controversy both “within” and “about” the Bible and its texts.  Questions of controversy

concerning the creation stories, the monarchy of Israel, the movement of Jesus the Jew,

the gospel of Paul, and the historical and contemporary uses and abuses of the Bible

will be examined in detail.

Goal:  to draw students into the world of biblical history, probing the texts that history 

has produced, being attentive to the thematic of controversy that permeates almost 

every portion and passage.  Special focus will be given to the controversies that have

erupted in modern times concerning the formation and interpretation of these Judaeo-

Christian documents.  The scrolls themselves carry essential freight that bespeaks 

controversy with regards to people and events past, present and future.  Effort will be

made to survey various layers of controversy within and about the books of scripture,

all-the-while highlighting the truth, beauty and depth of vision and fire they contain.

Objectives:

1) to expose the biblical world in a way that allows the element of controversy

to emerge for the sake of appreciating the complex character and nature of

the material both as a whole as well as in its component parts

2) to sift a multitude of controversial texts, events, characters, messages, 

interpretations of and approaches toward scripture which excite and alarm

both believers and non-believers

3) to foster critical use of the biblical material on the basis of contemporary 

biblical scholarship, utilizing available historical, scientific, linguistic and

theological tools which enable examination and consideration of variant

points of view with regard to the textual issues

4) to contextualize the controversial character of scripture within the scope of

conflict that defines the human condition and which ranges through the bulk

of human literature, religious and secular

5) to enhance knowledge of and appreciation for the spiritual value of the biblical

content so long in its formulation and preservation, treasured yesterday and today 

by diverse individuals and religious communities dependent upon these texts

for birthing and bearing faith forward
