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Section 640R 

April 9, 2003 through June 11, 2003 

The purpose of this course is to align students with the most tauted, current theory and trend in teaching reading, writing, and language. 

Specifically, a historical overview of reading theory and reading programs will be provided as well as units targeting assessment and intervention strategies. Because this course is designed as an on-line interaction, it is imperative that students maintain a consistent contact or access with the website. 

Basic concepts and definitions of reading are presented. Causes and correlates of individual differences in reading ability and assessment strategies to identify these differences are discussed. Instructional interventions, reading instruction for special populations are discussed.
