    This course is an introduction to programming, analysis and planning of the interior environment utilizing theories of proxemics as well as cultural and behavioral considerations in space planning. The course is designed to give students an understanding of space planning as a process using techniques and case studies used in the fields of architecture and interior design.

Course Requirements: Class attendance is mandatory for successful completion of this class. Students will be graded on daily assignments (10%), as well as several small projects, including a five- page book review (50%), and a final group project with finished floor plan to be presented in class. (30%), a Final Exam (10%).

Assignments: Most assignments will be done in class and as homework if more time is needed. Each page will be hand lettered on tracing paper or vellum and will list Name, description of drawing, and scale of drawing in proper format. Please read assigned text and handouts before each class these are listed in bold print on your class schedule. Student participation in class discussion is required.

Attendance is mandatory. Four unexcused absences may result in a lower final grade. Please see the instructor if you have two unexcused absences in a row. Learning Outcome

ID 221 – Interior Space Planning

     ID221 is a course intended for students with some knowledge of architectural programming and space planning but no formal training in the subject The main objective of the course is to introduce methods of investigating criteria for projects by exploring clients needs and how to identify goals for interior design projects. Upon completion of the course student should be aware of the following principals and be able to complete the following tasks.

· Identify and use tools for drafting in space planning exercises.

· Identify pioneers in the field of architectural programming

· Research project backgrounds

· Identify goals and objectives of problem solving for design projects

· Gather and identify information

· Learn to identify clients needs and goals for project

· Use proper vocabulary and terminology relating to architectural space planning

· Have a greater understanding of programming skills used in the field of architecture and interior design.

· Understand and create diagrams used in preliminary space planning such as adjacency matrixes, bubble diagrams, and block diagrams. 

· Improve basic communication and writing skills, enhance modes of self expression, critical thinking and analysis

· Have a greater knowledge of standard kitchen and bath cabinet sizes in order to do simple kitchen layouts.

· Have knowledge of researching special requirements for the purpose of designing specialty areas in design projects.

· Have a general knowledge of the elements of a building shell and its major systems

· Have an ability to manipulate spaces within the boundaries without modifying existing structural support elements.

· Have a much greater understanding of presentation methods and how to verbally interpret design solutions 

Method of Assessment for ID 221

Because this class is a designed to give students space- planning skills using graphic methods, Students will be given an exercise testing their ability to see space in an abstract form. Each student will be asked to create a floor plan with ten rooms using only blocks drawn on a blank sheet of paper. The sizes of the blocks need to indicate the square footage required for that particular space. Then they will be asked to list each room in order from the entrance of the space if it were an actual floor plan. This is a method designed from the “Analysis card technique” designed by Pena in his book Problem Solving. The cards are used to work with clients to arrange rooms without duplicating space in a project. In this assessment the students will be asked to draw the squares that would represent the cards that are placed on brown paper in Pena’s method. The list created is the method for creating a criteria matrix. This exercise and the development of a criteria Matrix will be part of the final exam for this course so that each students understanding of this method can be evaluated. This method is also a part of the National Council for Interior Design Qualification Exam which designers are required to take to be recognized as a professional Interior Designer in the United States and Canada.
