Course Description:

Comprehensive coverage of the theories and basic concepts of Educational Psychology and presentation of tools and strategies to help diverse student populations in elementary and secondary classrooms become independent, self-directed, and creative individuals.

Course Goal:

The goal of this course is to make students aware of research and theory in psychological education and how it impacts teachers and their classroom community of learners.
Course Objectives:

When you have completed this course you should have improved your skill development in the following areas:

· Students will demonstrate an understanding human development processes 
· Students will demonstrate an understanding about Constructivism and how they can help children learn in constructivist classroom communities
· Students will demonstrate an awareness of Classroom Processes: Motivation, Classroom Management, Productive Learning Communities, and Assessment.

Course Requirements:

Participation in class discussions, papers, presentations, and demonstrating an understanding of how people make knowledge their own is major factors in determining success in this course.

1. Participation 

Attendance is required and your participation is worth 2 points per week for a total of 20 points.

2. Class Chapters Discussion Leaders 

Students are expected to be active participants in weekly class discussions, based on assigned readings. Your reflections on the chapters and how the information will impact you as a teacher are of extreme importance. Students will sign up to be chapter leaders to facilitate the discussions. (10 points per student for Chapter Leader Discussion Facilitator.)
3. Three Mini Papers 

Each week (From week 2 to week 4 of the course):

· Students will select 3 areas of interest, and write mini papers on them. Refer to the last page of this syllabus. Mini papers are to be 2-3 pages long and written in APA format with citations in the body of the text and a separate Reference page.

· Students are required to read from many sources to keep current. Students may reference information from the course text book, and they must also reference information from other sources, such as other books, professional journal articles, and the Internet for these mini papers. 
· Each mini paper must reference at least 3 sources. 
· Each of the mini papers is worth 10 points. (For a total of 30 points).
· No mini papers may be turned in later than week 4 of the course.
4. Research Project: Paper and Presentation of the Research
Each student will participate in a research project. The project will consist of a research paper and the presentation of the project for a total of 20 points. (10 points for the paper and 10 points for the presentation of the project).
· Each student will chose an education area that is of interest to him or her. Refer to the last page of this syllabus.
· Each student will write a paper based on what he or she selected. 

· Papers are to be 6 to 8 pages long and written in APA format with citations in the body of the text and a separate reference page.
· Each final project paper must reference at least 5 sources. Sources may be from on-line references, journals and books (the class text book and other books)
· Each student will deliver to the class, a presentation based on his or her paper. The students may not simply read their paper to the class. The presentation’s aim should be to raise the class’ awareness about the subject matter the student selected. 

· All materials related to the research projects will be turned in on the class session that the presentation is given. 

· The research projects will be presented during weeks 7, 8, and 9 of the course.

5. Final Exam

A written final exam will be due on the last class meeting date. It is worth 20 points.
