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Course Description and Objectives:  This is a survey course that provides and overview of the major areas in the field of psychology.  The field of psychology covers an enormous and diverse amount of material.  The following areas will be emphasized:  major models in psychology, major principles of memory applicable to learning, research methods, the organization of the human brain and the biological bases of behavior, theories of personality development, intelligence, stress and its effects on health, development in infancy and childhood, and psychological disorders.  At the end of this course, you should be able to identify the major theories, terminology, principles, processes and methods of the areas stated above.

 

Required Text:  Invitation to Psychology, second edition by Carole Wade and Carol Travis.  Please read the material to be covered in lecture before the class.  Expect to read everything more than once. Strongly recommended is the:  Study Guide to accompany Invitation to Psychology, second edition. 

 

General Course Requirements:  Class attendance is required.  Most classes will include quizzes and/or exercises that will count toward your final grade.  One of these grades will be dropped.

These cannot be made up.  I recommend that you keep a notebook for this course, in which you keep the course syllabus, class handouts, class exercises, and class notes.  This notebook will be a valuable asset when studying for tests.
