Mechanism of Class:  This is an interactive class.  This means that the instructor and students are entering into a learning relationship.  We will both have our work to do and unique contributions to offer.

Description of Assignments:

Mature Scholarship:  Attendance at class OR if this is not possible due to a specific circumstance then communicate with instructor/team members with regard to your

contribution responsibilities.  Be tolerant to discussions of differing opinions.  Share class time so that all classmates have opportunities for self-expression.  Participate with respect.  Complete assignments in a timely manner.

Weekly Discussion Groups:  Each week students and instructor will bring in topics of interest in psychology to be discussed by the student Discussion Groups and to be discussed in a class forum.  This is a significant portion of the class designed to help the student understand the multidimensional character of the discipline of psychology.  Groups will be formed during the second week of class.  During the discussion time, a one sheet, handwritten summary page will be generated by each group and turned into the instructor.  Thus, students’ work will be recorded.

A student who is unable to attend a particular class meeting may submit information by email or at the next class session.  Each student is required to bring in a weekly submission starting with week two; students will be individually graded for their contribution and will earn mature scholarship points for their group participation.

Mid-term Test:  This is a multiple choice test that will cover the essentials of the discipline of psychology.  The test will be based directly on the text with specific attention paid to the topics covered during class meeting time.  Review will be provided prior to the test. Closed book/notes.

Final Test:  This is a short answer test that will cover application elements of the discipline of psychology.  Students will have the opportunity to define technical terms, design interventions, and express well informed opinions.  Practice and review will be provided prior to the test.
