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Course Description:


This course will provide an overview of the field of cross-cultural psychology and examine theories of psychology, which claim to be universal in scope. The student will learn how psychological problems and conditions vary across cultures and that the western view of psychology should not necessarily be taken as the norm.
Students are responsible for:

· Keeping up with the text reading,

· Being active participants in class discussions,

· Attend class regularly,

· Take tests on scheduled dates, 
· Complete a research project and present findings to the class and

· Obtain a copy of the class notes from another student when absent.

Course Requirements:


There will be two (2) essay tests throughout the course. The test will be taken from the reading assignments, lectures, and/or any class activity. Each test will be worth a hundred (100) points and graded according to the grading rubrics. Students will also be required to research and present their finding to the class. The research and presentation can earn students another 100 points.
