BIOGRAPHY:    Mr. Lau is a full-time Lecturer in the Criminology and Criminal Justice department at Chaminade University.  He received a Bachelor of Education degree from the University of Hawaii and a Juris Doctorate from the Richardson School of Law.  Mr. Lau has worked as a law clerk for the Hawaii Supreme Court, a Deputy Prosecuting Attorney, a Deputy Corporation Counsel and in the private practice of law. Mr. Lau also worked two terms as an Independent Counsel to the Oahu Grand Jury.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:   

This course will examine various issues that fall within the subject of terrorism. Included in that examination will be the historical and modern terrorist organizations, methods of operation and efforts to combat terrorism.

COURSE OBJECTIVE:    Upon completion of the course, the student will:

  *  gain knowledge about various terrorist organizations around the world.

  *  learn about the nature and depth of state-sponsored terrorist acts.

  *  gain information about infamous acts of terrorism in world history.

  *  gain understanding about famed anti-terrorist organizations.

  *  gain knowledge about international efforts to combat terrorism.

REQUIRED TEXTBOOK: White, Jonathan R., Terrorism: An Update, (4th Ed. 2003). Additional materials distributed in class.

PARTICIPATION:   Class participation is an expected and essential requirement of the course. A student's participation in each session is considered important to the learning process.  Missing a session is not an excuse for not being prepared for the next session.  A student's absence from or chronic late arrivals to a session will impact the student's

grade.  In general, there is no make‑up procedure for missed examinations or assignments.
