FINAL EXAMINATION (T.B.A. - December 6-10)
COURSE REQUIREMENTS
Attendance is mandatory if you want an "A".  Lectures will supplement the text with expanded explanations and definitions, other musical cultures, listening examples, and audio-visual presentations.  

Internet Reports are due the day of class and will not be accepted late except with a doctor’s note to verify your absence.   On the net, look up the country/continent we are going to examine and read several sites that discuss the music of the country/continent (music history, music theory, genres, instruments, important artists and their contributions, etc.).  Bring in at least a half page summary of what you found, including the URLs for the sites.  The reports will be discussed and evaluated in small group settings.
Final Examination will include objective components (true/false, multiple choice, short definitions, essay questions) and listening identification of examples on the text CD.

Term Paper and Presentation: a library research paper on a particular ethnic music, dance, or instrument, 6-8 pages in length, following the APA, Turabian or MLA format, including citation of sources (footnotes or endnotes).  For example: the music of Ireland; the African mbira; Hawaiian hula and chant.  You will be asked to give a 5-10 minute oral presentation of your topic and findings (you may use power point presentations, DVDs, CD recordings, etc)

Grading guidelines are: internet reports 50%, final examination 25%, final project and presentation 25%.  Completion of the course assumes earning 50% of the points. 

Listening: Your textbook comes with a study guide and CD.  You will be responsible for listening frequently to musical selections in preparation for understanding of musical and cultural concepts, and for the final examination.
