The Handbook: Students will use the handbook and exercise book to complete exercises on a regular basis. Bring the three books in this set to class unless otherwise instructed.

The Reader: There will be quizzes on every reading assignment from the reader. Students must come to class prepared to talk about the reading assignments in great detail.

Style Guides: MLA and APA styles are followed for everything written for this course. All references to material not written by the student must be documented in the text of the essays and on the Works Cited or References pages at the ends of the essays. See your handbook and guides on the Internet. It is also recommended that you use the most current edition of Webster's New World Dictionary because it is almost always the most up to date and is used as the standard by most members of the news media and professional writers. All writing in this class must be in third person only. Nouns and pronouns must always agree in number. Students should get used to adding some additional steps to their personal writing processes, particularly proofreading and editing by themselves and by their friends, relatives, and other instructors. Tutoring is available at the Academic Achievement Center.
Course Introduction, Description, and Objectives: English 102 is a practical writing course with the ultimate goal of learning to write academic research papers and formal writing for other college purposes. It is a continuation of English 101. Passing English 101 with a grade of "C" or better or  passing a placement test is the prerequisite for English 102. 
Course Format and Requirements:  This course requires that an extended research paper be written. Two or more shorter research papers will be written to meet this requirement to familiarize students with both MLA and APA styles. English 102 students will also write traditional essays and literary criticism at more sophisticated levels than they did in English 101. English 102 will take a thematic approach to the essays rather than a rhetorical approach as in English 101. This means reading, class discussions, and depth of thought are weighted heavily in the final grade.
Grading System: Half of the final grade will be based on writing assignments and tests. The other half the final grade will be based on attendance. The university requires 70 percent attendance in this class in order to receive a "C". Students who do all the writing assignments but who fail to attend the required 70 percent of the classes will still fail the class. Students must write original material for this class and cannot recycle previously written assignments for other classes from the past or present. No rewrite are allowed after the due dates for writing assignments have passed. The standard grading scale will be used: A=90-100, B=80-89, C=70-79, 0=60-69, F=59 and below. Students who plagiarize will fail the class. International students and other students who need special accommodations or times for the tests need to make arrangements early.
