COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The course will provide an overview of the field of psychology, including the biological, 

psychological, and socio-cultural basis of behavior.  Students will by actively involved through the utilization of small group experiential activities, classroom discussion, student presentations, videos, lectures, and reading assignments.  Specific areas of focus will include biopsychology, development, sensory and perceptual systems, learning theory, memory and cognition, motivation, emotion, personality, abnormal psychology, therapeutic methods, and social psychology.
