	Requirements: 
	A. RESEARCH PAPERS
ALL research papers must be at least five full typewritten pages and no more than six typewritten pages. 
All papers must include an introduction and bibliography, which reflects the APA writing style. You may locate information on APA style at: http://www.apa.org. 
Type font shall not exceed size 12 font and the use of Times New Roman or Arial font is preferred. 

Type your paper in WORD or Word Perfect, perform spell-check, grammar-check, and SAVE to your documents. THEN, copy and paste into mail via WEB CT. 
Please do not send an attachment, as it may contain a virus.
I encourage you to run a virus scan on your computer, at least once a week, in an effort to protect your work.
On the MAIL subject line, please be SPECIFIC: if you are submitting paper number one, please write: Your First name, last name, Paper 1. This will help distinguish papers from random emails. <P< In addition to the text, two outside sources are required. You may choose from peer-reviewed journals, books, or research-oriented internet sites. 

NO late papers will be accepted. You will have plenty of time to complete them if you manage your time wisely.
If you have questions regarding your papers, contact me early on in the term. I am happy to assist you if you need help. 

Please print and read syllabus carefully to ensure you do not lose points.

Clearly introduce your topic and conceptualize your ideas before writing. Brainstorming is helpful in understanding and organizing the topic about which you are writing. 

1. Paper Number 1: Freud, Erikson, Piaget, Bandura, Vygotsky, et.al. contributed to the theoretical perspectives of development. Briefly compare and contrast two of the theories from Chapter 2. You may read ahead in the text to attain additional information on these theories. Also, explore and explain how one of the chosen theories has assisted you in your understanding of adolescent development. How would this understanding assist you in working with an adolescent in a school setting?

2. Paper 2: Chapters 6 & 7 explore the concepts of Gender and Sexuality in Adolescent Development, along with the positive and negative aspects associated with growth and development. Discuss "why" or "how" gender and sexuality are important to the crucial years of adolescence. How does our culture help or hinder the adolescent in respect to these topics today? Also, describe one idea that you have formed or read about that would positively assist adolescents who assume difficulty in these areas.

3. Paper 3: In Chapter 14, the author divulges that in relation to "adolescent problems", biological, psychological, and social factors may interact to produce problems. Explore and describe some of the main problems that characterize adolescence. As a parent, teacher, or friend, what specific type(s) of intervention(s) would you utilize when helping an adolescent with such problems?

B. ASSIGNMENTS: Homework will consist of reading the text chapters and answering weekly questions. The questions are listed under "assignments" on your home page. It is the responsibility of the student to mail homework answers to the instructor by the submission deadline. Please PASTE answers into an email via WEB CT. Do not use an attachment, as it may contain a virus. All homework assignments are due by Saturday of each week. 

C. QUIZZES - A quiz will be administered on weeks 2,4,6,8,and 10. LOG ON early each week to ensure you receive the instructions regarding quizzes. 

D. WEB CT Discussion: This area will count toward participation points. It is important that you REPLY to the instructor's discussion question(s) each week. I also encourage you to REPLY to at least one other student's posting. Although we will not meet face to face during instruction, the discussions will serve as a means of interacting with one another. I encourage you to post weekly and be respectful of your fellow student's perceptions. Make constructive comments and arguments to support your answer, without being rude. Our intent is to enjoy the learning process.
I will post the discussion question on Sunday/Monday... your postings are due by the following Saturday. 

E. FINAL EXAM: There will be a mandatory, comprehensive final at the end of the semester. I will provide a review. Please keep up with your readings so you will be prepared for the final. The final will be given at the Chaminade main campus on Saturday, December 11 at 1:00. Additional seating is available by "reservation only" at the military bases. Mainland students - you are responsible for locating a Proctor. Acceptable proctors may be found at military education centers, universities, or Sylvan Learning Centers.
