TEXT:  Adler, Philip J.  World Civilizations.   Third Edition/Comprehensive Volume.
ORGANIZATION:  This course will run for 10 weeks as outlined below.  Classes—on Wednesday—meet from 5:30 p.m. to 9:40 p.m.   Course format—lecture/discussion, but several videos will be shown and there may be a guest speaker and/or a field trip.

GRADES:  Your final grade in the course will be based upon your attendance, participation and performance on the examinations and course paper.  There will be two examinations, a Mid-Term and a Final, and one Course Paper, of moderate length.  The Mid-Term examination will cover about half of the material, up through Chapter 13, and the Final will cover the rest of the text.  Attendance, performance and communication with instructor will count for 50%.  The two exams and Course Paper will each count for 25%.    

COURSE PAPER: The nature and content of the Course Paper will be discussed in class.

ATTENDANCE: University regulations require that attendance be taken and that instances of two (2) consecutive/unreported absences be reported to the Dean.  This policy will be followed.  Attendance, participation and communication with the instructor regarding absences and other course matters ARE A MUST and are part of your grade.  It is impossible to be successful in this course without attending the classes.  Please note that no one will pass the course unless the examinations and paper are successfully completed.

PROCEDURES:  Please feel free to ask questions during class sessions.  Your active participation in classroom discussions is greatly encouraged.
