COURSE CATALOG DESCRIPTION:

SO 200 Introductory Sociology (3): Introduction to the theories and to the scientific research methodology and knowledge, as they relate to understanding of the structure, process, and the functions of society and human behavior; exposure to the major social issues, such as deviance, class, gender and race relations, and to the major social institutions, like the family, that make up society.

GENERAL PURPOSE OF THE COURSE: 

This is an introductory course on sociology in the behavioral sciences program of Chaminade University. Although sociology is one of the important disciplines included in the behavioral science program, no separate major is offered at this time in sociology. This course thus is not only a prerequisite to other courses of the program, it purpose is also to introduce the students the subject matter of sociology in the manner attuned to the mission and commitments of the Chaminade University as well as to the objectives of the behavioral sciences program. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

The individuals who successfully complete the course will be able to:

· get acquainted with major sociological theories that help to understand the structures, functions, processes of society and human behavior;

· get introduced with approach of doing sociology, the scientific research methodologies for behavioral and social sciences;

· get exposed to a few major social substantive issues as described in the course description; and

· recognize social institutions such as the family that make up society.

Besides the aforesaid course objectives, this course will remain informed by the Mission Statement of the university and strives to achieve at least one objective, particularly, 

· “Chaminade University offers its students an education in a collaborative learning environment that prepares them for life, work, and service.”

Moreover, this course being an introductory course, it strives to meet at least one of the sociology program objectives in a way it is possible to a single course. It will give its utmost attention to the first objective of the program, namely,

· “scientific knowledge of the structure, processes, and functions of society in relation to understanding human behavior.”
