Text:  America, Russia,and The Cold War, 1945-2002

Course Description:  Beginning with a historical survey of Russian American relations leading up to the “Cold War”, the course focuses on an examination of America’s participation in world affairs from that period until the present day.  In doing so, the emphasis is on the continuing interaction between the two “superpowers”, and how it affects the world at large.  However, as corollary, those domestic issues that influence the international scene, and in turn are affected by it, are also scrutinized.

Objectives:  To acquaint the student, so far as possible, with the motivations and results of the decisions by world leaders that have led to the present world conditions.  Thereby, perhaps, providing a background to judge events that are occurring today.

General Overview:  The course follows the text’s chronology.  Within this framework there are numerous topics that can serve to focus class discussions, and provide subjects for essays, and examination questions.  These are listed with the accompanying reading assignments.  

Research Projects:  Two research papers on subjects chosen from a list to be issued.  The first will be due on November 8, and the second on the final class.  Each will be worth forty points.
