Course Objectives:

This course provides the student with an overview of the American legal system.  The first part of the course focuses on the US Constitution and the system of government it created.  We will then study discrete areas of the law before finishing up with a study of courtroom procedures, criminal and civil.

Required Textbook:

An Introduction to the American Legal System.  John M. Scheb and John M. Scheb, II.

Attendance:

Attendance is an expected and necessary requirement of this course.  It is recognized that there are times when the student will not be able to attend class but absence from class will impact the final grade.  Missing class is not an excuse for not being prepared for the next class.

Quizes:

Missing a class during which a quiz is given will mean getting a 0 for the quiz unless the absence is excused.
