	Course description: 
	This course explores the development of jazz from around 1900 up to the 1990s. The jazz styles covered include: New Orleans jazz, Chicago jazz, big band jazz, bebop, cool jazz, free jazz, jazz-rock fusion, and more. It also touches upon international development of jazz. 

The course is designed to understand jazz from multiple perspectives: 1) Musical perspective – recognizing particular styles according to certain musical characteristics; 2) Socio-historical perspective – understanding the social and historical contexts, including race relations, in which a particular jazz style evolved. 

Various audio-visual examples are used throughout the term.
