COURSE OBJECTIVES:

This course emphasizes writing skills and techniques necessary for composing expository, writing.  Students will learn the elements of the essay and emphasis will be placed on grammar and style as well as the proper format in completing a polished essay.  Critical thinking and techniques utilizing analytical skills are an integral part of the writing process.
