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BROADCAST PERFORMANCE

Catalogue Course Description:

This course is a study of the basic principles and techniques in broadcast performance, focusing on its vocal, visual, and performance aspects.  Students will understand both the theory and practice of becoming a professional on-air performer, announcer, interviewer radio and TV host.  Students will practice, practice, practice – with the goal of refining the techniques needed for broadcast performance.

One of the purposes of this class is for students to identify both their strengths and current weaknesses as a broadcast performer.  The goal will be to improve every aspect -- visual, auditory, linguistic, and other skills needed.  Students should expect direct and honest feedback of their performance skills as part of the method of instruction and improvement.  Students will need flexibility and willingness to receive feedback on every aspect of their presentation in order to accurately understand how an audience would perceive you.  The role, responsibilities and ethics of the modern day on-air personality will be discussed and analyzed.  

Students should come prepared to confront any obstacles that stand in the way of your potential success as a broadcast performer.  Although every effort will be made to deliver feedback in a supportive and nurturing environment, students must remember that in order to improve and succeed, you must be willing to be objective about your performance.

Assignments:

Readings from the text, with brief weekly quizzes.  Watching and listening to various on-air personalities in class and on your own.  Students will do a self-determined relevant creative, written and/or performance project with permission from instructor.
