Course Outcomes:

Upon the successful completion of this course it is expected that the student will understand:
1. How we measure the nature and extent of crime in the US. 
2. The major theories of delinquency and criminal offending. 
3. The most promising means of crime prevention.  

4. Describe the salient factors of criminal victimization.

5. The specific elements that comprise certain crimes. 
Course Description:

This course is designed as an introduction to criminology and will explore the definitions of crime and criminals, the nature and extent of crime, and major theories of criminal offending.  We will also address criminal law, the victim, punishment, and crime prevention.  

Course Requirement:

Each student is required to read all assigned chapters and to be prepared to discuss during class participation.  All assigned chapter projects and exams are due on the due dates.  Each student will select a chapter from the text and do an oral and written presentation to the class.  This presentation will be at the beginning of each class.  Student may add articles that are related to their topic.

Attendance:

The student is awarded five (5) points each class hour that is attended.  Upon three (3) absences, a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar with the recommendation that the student withdraw from the class.  Students who miss three (3) or more classes will receive a grade of “FA-Failure due to poor attendance”.  It is recognized that there may be times when students will not be able to attend class (or full class hours).  It is the responsibility of the student to notify the instructor prior to class.  On rare occasion, exception may be made to document military necessity and/or serious family and/or personal reasons.  When illness or other reasons necessitate continued absences, the student should withdraw officially from the class.  Missing a class (or hours) is not an excuse for not being prepared for the next class.  In general, there is NO MAKEUP session for any missed examination and/or assignment.  Student who may have advanced knowledge that they will miss a class, exam and/or assignment, should contact the instructor immediately to make arrangement to take the examination and/or obtain the assignment.
