Each of the ten weeks begin on Monday / Assignments due on Sunday of each week
Course Description:
This course examines the psychological factors, both personal and social, affecting identification and development of gifted children and youth.  The implications for and application of these concepts to counseling and guidance are examined and applied to issues of identification, differentiating curriculum and assessment.  The course covers the major historical and contemporary theorists in the field, the literature regarding the nature and characteristics of gifted students, especially those from various special populations and cultures, and issues pertaining to the role of the family in meeting the needs of the gifted.  The course focus is on applying these conceptions of giftedness in regular as well as gifted classrooms where instruction needs to be both differentiated and defensible.
Purpose

This course will enable the student to:

• Gain familiarity with the history of the conceptions of giftedness

• Demonstrate an understanding of the major historical and contemporary theorists in the field

• Apply the nature and characteristics of gifted students, especially those from various special populations and cultures to lesson planning in gifted and inclusive classrooms

• Apply an analysis of the role of the family in meeting the needs of the gifted to classroom and community practice

Requirements

Assignments have more meaning for an online course since they are assessment tools as well as a means of communication. 

1) Regular and active participation is essential. Students should be prepared to discuss the readings, share relevant professional experiences, and participate in online activities each week.

2) A personal reaction paper on Perspectives of Giftedness is due on Week #4. A rubric outlining the criteria for this three page paper will be attached to the syllabus.

3) All students will create one lesson plan that includes: learning objectives, procedures, materials, classroom management plan, assessment piece and rubric that will accommodate the gifted learner in a regular education classroom.  This plan is due Week # 7.
4) A case study of a gifted child or adult is due on Week #10. A rubric for the case study will be attached to the syllabus.

HOW THIS COURSE WORKS

This course is organized into 10 sessions.  Participants should plan to spend approximately 4½ hours per week online (or more, as skills, Internet and time permit) exploring and examining Internet sites and related materials, responding to weekly discussion questions, and completing online assignments.  In addition, participants should plan to spend additional time offline, reading the course text, researching the final project, and reflecting about the course concepts.  Assignments each week are DUE by that Sunday at midnight Hawaii Time.
You are expected not only to answer the questions posted by the instructor, but also to respond to the posts of your fellow classmates, actively engaging in discussion and debate about the topics that we will be covering.

Turning In Assignments: Please submit each of the weekly assignments through the Week #__ discussion section as a reply to my assignment or as a separate posting.   This is how I will grade your assignments.  If it is not in the correct week #, I will not be able to grade it and give you credit for the assignment.  Please DO NOT attach your assignments or responses in this section.  Attached assignments here will NOT be opened or graded.  Please copy and paste it directly onto the discussion board. Instructions for maneuvering around in WEBCT can be found in the WEBCT help section, the WEBCT online tutorial, or through Jon Nakasone for technical difficulties.  It is my expectation that you are already familiar with using WEBCT or that you have taken the online help BEFORE the beginning of class.  Please let me know if you are having difficulties.

For your major assignments, you will send it via WEBCT email as an attachment to me privately by the assigned due date.  I will grade it and email you back a private response with your grade.

In graduate education, students need to assume an increasing amount of responsibility for learning by taking an active role in becoming self-directed learners.  It is always important to manage your time to be successful, but this becomes crucial for an online course.  Read ahead; think ahead; answer discussion questions each week with informed responses.  Set high goals for yourself; aim to develop skills and knowledge you can use.
Graduate work involves more than regurgitation of facts; learning requires thoughtful analysis and synthesis of ideas.  Your ability to effectively communicate your critical analysis of concepts is the major criteria for grading.  Late work is generally not accepted.  If your weekly assignments must be late, please email me via WEBCT email privately regarding your need to be late.  Valid reasons might include serious illness or emergency.  For major projects, you must contact me PRIOR to the due date to make the necessary arrangements for the lateness of the project or it will be recorded as a zero.   IF there is no emergency and your lateness is due to a busy schedule or computer issues, one letter grade will be deducted for each week it is late for up to two weeks only.  Special circumstances must be discussed with me prior to the due date.

Rubric for Personal Reaction Paper:

You are to react to a specific topic discussing the issues of concern or interest to you.

15- Thorough analysis of relevant reading with which you reacted to.  Paper addresses the significance of the articles to overall subject of paper.  Paper develops clear connections between yours reasoning and the theoretical foundation for which the paper addresses.  Correct APA format is used and the information is well organized.  The paper is insightful and thought-provoking and is clearly relevant to the topic.  Creativity is used.   Additional support material is added.  

10- APA usage is not consistent or mostly correct.  The viewpoint is not adequately described or connections to its relevance to the topic are not clearly discernable.  Theory is used incorrectly or only somewhat correctly in practice.  Little or no creativity is used.

5- APA usage is mostly incorrect.  Discussion of text and viewpoints is only surface discussion without any analysis.  Theory and practice do not line up.

Rubric for the case study:

You are to observe a gifted individual.  You must explain why you think that individual is gifted using your readings.  Describe the relevant ways with which that particular individual displays their gifted behavior in their work, study, and social-emotional aspects.

15- Each theory discussed is addressed adequately.  Researcher connects background and theory to observations.  Researcher makes a strong case for the connection between theory and practice.  Paper is well organized with headings and subheadings, appropriate transitions are clearly made. Correct APA formatting.

10- Only some components were adequately addressed.  APA was only used marginally.   No or weak connection between theory and practice topic is made.  Paper organization is only somewhat clear.

5- APA is consistently used incorrectly.  There is no or little organization to the paper.  Most of the components are not adequately addressed.  No connection between theory and practice is made.

Rubric for Lesson Plan

Components include: learning objectives, lesson itself with procedure, etc., assessment piece, and rubric.  Please specify what grade level and type of classroom (i.e. gifted, regular, AP, etc.).
