COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This rigorous algebra course requires competency in solving linear equations, basic graphing techniques, and performing operations with polynomials.  Topics to be covered in the course include: using matrices and determinants to solve systems of equations;   factoring polynomials;  rational expressions;  radicals and rational exponents;  functions, graphs of functions, and operations on functions;  quadratic functions, exponential functions, and logarithmic functions;  and the conic sections.

REQUIRED MATERIALS:
In addition to the text, students will need a scientific or graphing calculator, graph paper, and a straightedge for graphing.

ATTENDANCE:   Students are expected to attend all classes.  If unable to attend a class, the student is responsible for the material that was covered.  If an exam is missed for any reason, the student should contact the instructor immediately.  Make-ups for missed exams will be given at the discretion of the instructor.

HOMEWORK:   Specific problems will not be assigned.  However, this does not mean there is no homework.  After each class session, it is the responsibility of the student to practice the odd-numbered problems following the chapter sections that were covered in class.  At the beginning of the next class, there will be opportunity to ask questions about the exercises.

GRADING:   The grade in Math 103 will be based on attendance and five exams.  Each exam will be worth 100 points.  Perfect attendance will be worth 50 points, with points deducted for tardiness and absences.  The final grade is determined by total points accumulated, according to the following scale:

495 – 550 = A (outstanding scholarship and an unusual degree of intellectual initiative)

440 – 494 = B (superior work done in a consistent and intellectual manner)

385 – 439 = C (average grade indicating a competent grasp of the subject matter)

330 – 384 = D (inferior work of the lowest passing grade; not satisfactory for fulfillment of prerequisite coursework)

329 or lower = F (failed to grasp even the minimum subject matter; no credit given)
