Description:
This course explores traditional and transformational perspectives on leadership and identifies the tasks of leadership in complex organizations.  The course provides an understanding of the challenges leaders face in successfully guiding people and systems.  Special focus is given to the issue of change management and the leader as a change agent.

Objectives:

· Compare and contrast leadership and management and understand their similarities and differences

· Identify the impact of values on leadership

· Highlight and discuss individual characteristics and personality traits in leadership

· Understand cross-cultural differences in individual difference characteristics

· Explain the use and success of participative leadership

· Specify the elements of effective delegation

· Clarify the role of leadership in self-managed teams

· Describe the roles of visionary and exemplary leadership in bringing about change in organizations

· Understand social responsibility and ethics with regard to leadership

· Explain the role of the upper echelon during the formulation, implementation, and management of strategy

· Identify the challenges that will face leaders in the future

STUDENT ASSIGNMENTS

I.  Leadership Article Presentations (10% of grade):  In order to help the theories from the textbook “come alive,” students will provide a three to five minute oral summary/presentation for two (2) articles that are related to business or organizational leadership.  Students should seek articles of at least one page (magazine size) in length and come from a business or management publication such as “Business Week,” Entrepreneur,” “Fortune,” or “Forbes.”  Internet articles are also acceptable.  The instructor will provide additional information on the topic if necessary.  Grades will be broken down as follows:  Content & relevance to the course (50%), Interest factor (30%), & Verbal articulation (20%).

II. Research Paper (25% of grade): Students will prepare a “personalized” research paper about a business/organizational leader (i.e. Bill Gates, Sam Walton, Margaret (Meg) Whitman, Michael Dell, Herb Kelleher, Walt Disney, etc.).  You should select a person that you admire, respect, and/or desire to emulate.  As a minimum, the paper should include a brief biography, the history of their organization(s), any specific characteristics/traits that may have helped them succeed, some of the challenges they’ve had to overcome in the process, and what, if anything, you have come to appreciate even more about them during your research.  The research paper must be 4-6 pages in length (not including the title page and bibliography) and utilize at least three (3) references (two references must be from sources other than the Internet).  APA (5th edition) or MLA format is acceptable.  Grades will be broken down as follows:  Format (10 pts), Personalization (20 pts), Content (50 pts), and Grammar (20 pts).  

Note:  Topics will be discussed in class, and must be pre-approved by the instructor.
III. Research Paper Presentation (10% of grade):  Students will offer a 10-15 minute oral presentation, which is an executive summary of the paper, in order for your classmates to benefit from your research.   Visual aids (i.e. PowerPoint slides, overhead slides, handouts, etc) for the presentation are required.  A laptop computer, LCD projector, and overhead projector will be available for use by the instructor.  

IV. Individual and Group Projects / Case Studies / Exercises (20% of grade):  Students are required to participate in Individual/Group Projects, Case Studies, and/or Exercises throughout this course.  These in-class assignments are designed to provide hands-on practical application of the leadership theory presented in the textbook.

V.  Final Exam (25% of grade):  The final exam will be comprehensive, covering Chapters 1, 3, 4, 7, 8, 9, and 10.  The exam will consist of 10 essay questions worth 10 points each.

VI. Attendance & Class Participation (10% of grade):  Attendance is very important to your success in this course.  While tests can be made up, lectures, class discussion, and in-class exercises cannot be replicated.  In the event of an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the instructor.  Although CUH allows up to two (2) absences per semester, some flexibility will be exercised to accommodate military/work commitments and other unforeseen emergencies.  Absences in excess of two (excused or not), however, could potentially result in a reduction of at least one letter grade.  This is because any absence from class prevents you from participating in class discussions and exercises.  Students are expected to come to each class having completed any assigned readings and prepared to participate in related discussions.  Active participation is highly encouraged because your informed opinion is valuable, and it enhances the learning process.
