Oral requirement:


Project ideas, work experience, technical information, critical thoughts, etc. must be explained at each project critique class. Plus/minus points maybe applied depending the quality of presentation.

Project requirement:


4 projects (15 works) must be completed during the semester. Working toward creative solution is highly valued instead of just developing the throwing skill. The following three Focal Points must be satisfied.

A. Traditional values: includes technical excellence, historical/cultural elements, 

practical efficiency, elegance of design, degree of technical difficulty, etc.

B. Personal values: includes creative originality, unique thinking, meaningful values, particular research focus, etc.

C. Humanity concern and global health messages.
