Course Description:

3) Understand the relationship between culture and communication and its global/

societal implication.

4) Understand the dimensions of macrocultures (patterns of relationships, nonverbal/

verbal communication, business, education, health and religious practices & beliefs.

       5)    Anticipate intercultural communication through simulations and virtual interaction

              and fieldwork.

       6)   Improve intercultural communication competence.
