Course Description

English 101 provides an introduction to writing as a process of intellectual discovery. The course will encourage and nurture the various aspects of the writing process, from planning, brainstorming, and drafting to revising, editing and proofreading. 

The course also emphasizes the profound relationship between reading and writing. Readings may include an anthology of autobiographical and/or writings as well as one book-length autobiography.

The course is organized around careful development of two autobiographical essays and one argumentative essay. In addition, students keep journals and at the end of the course prepare a portfolio of their best work.

This course requires internet access to the World Wide Web and Email. Additionally, students are expected to engage in active online discussion via Chaminade's Web CT conferencing system. All students are required to have active internet accounts at the Chaminade Computer Lab or through a private internet service provider.

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Course Requirements 

· Participation in WebBoard Discussions 20 percent 

· Quizzes and other Assignments 10 percent 

· Writing Assignments 20 percent 

· Journal 10 percent

All quizzes will be given online. After submitting each quiz students will recieve, via email, study sheets to review and compare to their original submissions. 

The course journal consists of free-form writing, sometimes in fulfilment of specific assignments. A minimum of 400 words per week (approximately two pages) is required I suggest students plan on writing in their journals 3-4 times a week. Journals are considered the private workspace of the individual student; credit for completion of the journal requirement will be given at the final exam. Click here for more. 

This course includes three major writing assignments of approximately 1200 words each.  

At the end of the course, students will submit a portfolio, including journal, revisions of papers one and two, paper three. 

The final exam usually consists of two parts. The first part consist sof "objective" style questions drawn in large part from quizzes and associated study sheets. The second part consists of sshort essay-length writing assignments. 

In general, the portfolio, as well as other writing assignments will be evaluated with regard to the following: 

· clarity 

· correctness 

· conciseness 

· creativity 

Final Grade 

At the end of the course, students will submit a portfolio, including research journal, revised papers one and two, and paper three. The final grade for the course will be determined in large part by the portfolio. In general, the portfolio will be evaluated with regard to: 1. organization, 2. clarity, 3. correctness, 4. conciseness, and 5. creativity. 

Late Assignments

I do not accept late papers! All due dates are to be strictly adhered to. If students are unable to submit work before a due date, they should make arrangements with me for an alternative submission, but this request must come at least a week in advance of the project due date.  Quizzes should be taken before the due dates listed. Do you best to keep up with all quizzes and assignments, as it’s very easy to fall behind in an online class, and once you’re behind, it’s hard to get back on track.

Academic Honesty and Plagiarism
All material submitted in fulfillment of course requirements must be written by the registered student. While students are strongly encouraged to consult sources outside the required reading of the course, they are also responsible for clearly stating the nature of their sources. Statements of "common knowledge" are generally exempt from this scholarly requirement. 

Plagiarism is defined as the presentation of someone else's ideas as your own. Plagiarism in this course will result in a grade of "0" for the assignment and possible failure for the course. 

If the instructor suspects plagiarism, the burden of proof of the originality of the writing lies with the student. Evidence of originality would include copies of early drafts of the writing, research and interview notes, as well as the ability to discuss the themes of the writing with the instructor. Students should consider their instructor's vigilance in such matters a normal part of the academic process and should be prepared to present evidence of originality if requested. 

Students are strongly advised to save files of early drafts of essays, along with outlines, research notes and other supporting documentation, as the instructor may at any time require that they be presented.
