COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Math 098 is a 3-credit basic math course that is designed to provide students with basic arithmetic skills and introduction to algebra.

TOPICS TO COVER:

1. Addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of whole numbers

2. Addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of fractions  

3. Addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of integers

4. Introduction to algebra

LECTURES:
